ATTENDANCE  
It is extremely important that your child attends school each day. If your child is off school, please inform the 

class teacher in writing or phone the office and let Noeleen know the reason for the absence. The Department 

of Education requires schools to justify absences for every child. Please note that if your child’s attendance falls 

below 85%, the Education Welfare Officer will ask you to present evidence to justify such absences. Please try 

to organise family holidays outside of school term time. 

 

MOBILE PHONES  
We would ask parents to ensure that their children do not bring mobile phones to school. 

Use of mobile phones in the school can cause disruption of lessons when phones ring. It can also raise issues of 

videos and photographs being taken without pupils’ or teachers’ permission and unfortunately, mobile phone 

technology provides another avenue for bullying among pupils.  

 

In the interest of the safety of all our children, we will not be allowing mobile phones in the school. If a child 

needs to urgently contact a parent during the school day; we will allow them to use the school phone. We 

would greatly appreciate your cooperation with this issue.
